Scripture tells us not to "merely listen to the word, and so deceive 
yourselves. Do what it says." These words from James 1:22-23 instruct 
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heard must then be lived out. James continued with that theme in the 
next chapter when he penned, "Faith without works is dead." So we are 
to be hearers of the Word and doers of the Word of God.

Continue to gaze upon the face of God, 
pursue Him and continually be transformed into the very image of Christ. 
May God's truth be a fire in your bones." 
 

When I preach I do give application of the preached Word. The last time 
I checked all present were individuals and not clones. While I hope you 
will give serious consideration to the application I give to you, I also trust 
you will do what I quoted above. Ask the following: "What God is calling
