As we look at our spiritual garden, hopefully by Godõs grace wonderful things like 
love, joy, peace, patience, kindness and goodness are seen in our lives. Each part of 
the fruit of the Spirit reflects the character of God. Certainly this is true of showing 
faithfulness. 
 

God is faithful. Jeremiah writes in Lamentations 3 "Great is Thy faithfulness." Must 
of us have memorized one or more stanzas of that famous hymn. God shows His 
faithfulness by keeping His covenant to a thousand generations. God makes a 
promise and He keeps it. He will never leave or forsake His people. God remains 
faithful to His character. Thus the last line of first stanza reads, "As Thou hast been 
Thou forever wilt be." God remains faithful to who He is. We do not need to guess 
who God is. He has revealed Himself and He will not change. 
 

Jesus is faithful. Jesus came to as God in the flesh for one reason - to die for the 
sins of Godõs people. The Book of Hebrews can be summarized as the story of   
Jesus our High Priest who was faithful to carry out His duties by dying on the cross. 
Because of Jesusõ faithful service, we take comfort in 1 John 1:9, "If we confess our 
sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all       
unrighteousness." Jesus promised the Holy Spirit would be sent to believers after 
He ascended to heaven. 
 

Due to that Christians can be faithful. Faithful to what? Let me list just a few. 1) To 
God. We confess faith alone in the saving work of Christ alone to forgive our sins. 
Therefore, we are to faithfully strive to obey Him and glorify Him in all we do. 2) 
To the church. Christians do not live in isolation. We must be faithful to one an-
other. 3) To family. Wedding vows include the phrase "to death do us part" for 
good reason. Spouse are to be faithful to each other. 
 

There are many more things to which we are to be faithful. May we be faithful as 
Godõs Spirit works in and through us.

Some of the events and teachings of 1968 were: 

A study group led by Arthur Matthews, Christianity, Communism, and Survival; Wednesday night, January 31, 

Rev. and Mrs. E.H. Gartrell from Brazil spoke; February 11.  The Young Peopleõs group met at 6:00 with 

young people from the Reems Creek and Beech churches; February 18 began a week of prayer and self-denial 

for missions. 

There was a five-week communicants class that ended the Sunday before Easter.  The Easter story was pre-

sented in scripture and song on April 19. 

In June the Women of the Church and the Men of the Church held an Open House for Catherine Peeke at the 

home of Mr. and Mrs. Carl Teague on Clarkõs Chapel Road.  They were hosts as well as Jo Osborne Vacation 

Bible School was held the following week, June 17-21 from 9 to 11:30. 

A family night supper with a òcovered dishó was held once a month.  Catherine Peeke spoke at the family 

night supper June 20. 

The last year that Dr. Henry B. Dendy pastured Weaverville Presbyterian Church, Robert J. Coker was assis-

tant pastor, Roy T. Reed was Clerk of Session, and Mrs. Grover Brown was WIC President.  There were 

twelve Elders and twelve Deacons.  Sunday morning service was at 11:00 and evening service at 7:40 with a 

7:30 midweek service.  Instead of announcements on the inside of the bulletin there were spiritual stories or a 

reading from some source.  There were seven circles, two on Monday at 9:45 am, two on Monday at 2:15 pm, 

and one at 7:30 pm.  On Tuesday there was one at 2:15 pm and one at 6:30 pm. Sunday, December 25, there 

was an 11:00 service and one at 7:00, and a family night supper on December 28. 

After 45 years of faithful and energetic service Dr. Dendy was planning on retirement from the Weaverville 

Presbyterian Church pulpit.  Few congregations go 45 years without ever electing a pulpit nomination commit-

tee, but the first one was named in Weaverville in 1966 in anticipation of Dr. Dendyõs retirement.  The name 

of one of the congregationõs own sons was proposed after it was learned that he was resigning as a missionary 

to Korea.  David L. Parks was unanimously called by the congregation and he and his family arrived in June 

1967.  He was installed July 16, 1967.

òBut itõs the only thing I really want to take with me!ó cried the 
nine-year-old.  òIõd rather take this than my toys.ó 
 

Like thousands of other Christian families from the cities of 
Baghdad and Mosol, the time had come for Yusuf and his family 
to run for their lives.  Early that morning, a letter had been 
slipped into their mailbox ordering the ôChristian dogsõ to leave 
within 24 hours or their house would be bombed.   
 

Yusuf dared not delay.  After hurriedly packing just a few bags he 
and his family abandoned their family home and land, and 
headed to the relative safety of the north country. 
 

òOK, Leah,ó Yusuf finally agreed. òYou can pack your Bible, but 
you must keep praying that God will protect us during our 
journey.ó 
 

Thankfully, Yusuf and his family made it safely to the north.  But 
the future remains uncertain for Leah.  When she grows older will 
she stay in her homeland? Or will she, like thousands of other 
Christians, decide to leave Iraq in search of safety and stability 
elsewhere?  One thing is for certain ~ now more than ever, Leah 
and her family are so grateful to have Godõs Word in their hands 
to comfort, strengthen and guide them in the days ahead.
