I would later find out what had really ministered to him what an 

email that the "bundle of love" had sent to Cliffôs email address after hearing 

of his death. Here it is: 
"Cliff... I know that you are so happy now in Heaven with Kay and 

our Lord Jesus!!! We will all miss you so much at church and around 

Weaverville!!! You were a true friend..caring, loving and with a 

great sense of humor!!! We are rejoicing over your "Heavenly 

Homecoming"!!! And one day we will see you again!!! HUGS" 
 

Carl wanted to meet the person who had sent this comforting email. He 

rightly observed that the writer was a óbundle of love.ô The reason she can be 

a BOL is because she has been loved and has faith in the ultimate BOL - 

Jesus Christ.
