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Imagine living in a country where the chief political figure is the grandson of the 
nationõs ôeternal president. (Grandpa died almost twenty years ago. He named 
himself after the sun as he was seen as the source of life and the dominant force 
in the world.) The countryõs calendar begins with the year of his grandfatherõs 
birth. The grandfather continues to be honored (some would say worshiped) 
throughout the country. For example, immediately after being pronounced man 
and wife, couples go to one of the thousands of his statues and lay flowers in 
homage to him 

Then there is the leaderõs father. He had various titles of respect. One of the 
most used by his adoring subjects was ôDear Leader.õ It showed that he was 
loved by his 25 millions subjects who (supposedly) submitted to him. Upon his 
death he is mourned with tears by citizens who cannot believe he has died. It is 
the same reaction of the population when the grandfather died. 

Now the third generation has come to power. The son is hailed by the ruling 
party as the supreme leader of the country. 

There is little need to image this scenario - though it is bizarre. It is real life in 
North Korea. For nearly 70 years they have been ruled by the Kim familyõs 
heavy hand. The people believed their leaders were divine. While the 
government has been called by many as communist, it really is a cult that sees the 
Kims as having a heavenly origin. The result is delusional leaders taking gullible 
and oppressed people to the brink of economic collapse and starvation. The 
alleged supreme leader is like the Wizard of Oz who is exposed as a little man 
behind a curtain. 

Thankfully there is a true Supreme Leader. He is the God of the Bible who has 
created all things, controls all things and works all things to His glory and for the 
good of His people. He is the God who provides eternal life for His children and 
is with them by the presence of His Spirit. He allows those He calls to be His to 
rest in Him and to lovingly obey Him with any fear of punishment removed by 
His grace. This is the God we have the joy of serving and of living in 
relationship with daily. Rejoice that you can know Him and that He truly is 
eternal, dear and above any other ruler. He alone is to be worshiped. He is King 
of Kings and Lord of Lords!
