On Being Fruitful VI 

 

Since the start of the year I have been commenting on the fruit of the Spirit 

that Paul writes about in Galatians 5. This fruit is to be seen in the lives of 

Christians in the same way that apples are to be seen on the branches of 

apple trees. We have looked at love, joy, peace and patience (sorry for the 

delay in getting that last one to you.)  

 

Now we come to kindness. Certainly everyone is for the first four attributes 

of the fruit. Who could be against kindness? A Boy Scout is to "Do a good 

turn daily." The Handbook says these good turns can be big ("saving a life... 

recycling community trash...") or small ("helping a child cross a busy 

street ....welcoming a new student to your school"). Remember that a "Good 

Turn is more than simple good manners. It is a special act of kindness." 

 

While I appreciate the Boy Scouts, the fruitful Christian life rises to a different 

level. I Corinthians 13 tells us, "Love is patient; love is kind." So kindness 

should flow out of us because we have been loved by God. God has 

showered us with heavenly kindness. The King James Version uses the term 

"lovingkindness" to describe the incredible mercy of God. The NIV generally 

translates the word as love, so Psalm 63:3 reads, "Because Your love is better 

than life, my lips will glorify You."  

 

God shows His kindness to us in many ways. Daily He cares and provides 

for us. He is patient with us. He greatest act of kindness was sending His 

only Son to die for us. It was not a random event. It was planned before the 

foundation of the world. In love He predestined that we would be His 

children. 

 

We are called to show the world the kindness that God has extended to us 

in Christ Jesus. To lack kindness is to fail to live out the Gospel. May we 

extend the cup of cold water, the kind word and the helping hand as we 

bear spiritual fruit to the glory of God. Hosea 14:8 reminds us, "Your 

fruitfulness comes from Me." May God gives the grace to show His fruit in 

our lives.

Western North Carolina Rotary District sent its last group of 

World War II veterans on their flight to visit the World War II 

Memorial in Washington, D.C., as part of the Rotary Clubõs 

Honor Air program. Madison County also sent its last three of 

the twenty -three veterans that the Rotary Club of Madison 

County has sponsored over the last four years. (Madison Sentinel) 

 

 

Starting with a 3 a.m. wake up call, Helen and the rest of the 

"Madison County Four" World War II veterans  made their 

way to a breakfast reception with about 50 friends and 

fans at the Wagon Wheel Café in Mars Hill.  After breakfast, 

the veterans traveled with  a police escort to the Asheville Air-

port to join  90 other World 

War II veterans, guardians, 

doctors, nurses, emt's, and 

other support personnel -- 

enough to fill a chartered 

US Air jet.  The group left the Asheville airport at 7:30 a.m. 

and landed at 9:30 a.m. in Washington, D.C.  From the air-

port in D.C.,  they traveled to the World War II  Monument 

(again with a police escort) where 

they were greeted by a large group 

of fans and friends -- including Senators Elizabeth and Bob Dole.  After 

their tour of the World Ward II Memorial and lunch, the veterans 

toured the Lincoln Memorial, Korean Memorial, Vietnam Memorial, 

and Tomb of the Unknown Soldier.   They were also able to see the Air 

Force Memorial on their drive back to the airport to board their  US Air 

Charter flight back to Asheville.  Upon their arrival in Asheville at 8 

p.m., they were welcomed 

home by cub scout troops and a 

two -star general.  In addition, 

a group of several thousand more 

fans and friends greeted them, lin-

ing their path through the  entire airport and out into the 

parking area -- clapping and waving American flags. Then 

off to Hot Springs where Helen was the last of the 

"Madison County Four" delivered back to her home at 

10:15 p.m.   What a day!!!
