This is our next-to-last look at the fruit of the Spirit in Galatians 5. I hope 
that you are seeing the Spirit produce fruit in your life. The list of nine at-
tributes of the fruit ends with one that may seem out of place and is not a 
priority for most people - at least at first glance. When looking at the fruit 
of the Spirit in its Biblical context (which is always the best way to inter-
pret Scripture), it becomes clear why self-control is last in the list.  
 

The larger context of the book is that Christ has come to set us free from 
the power of sin and that Jesus "gave Himself for our sins to rescue us 
from the present evil age..." (1:4). As a result, in 2:20 Paul states, "I have 
been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The 
life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and 
gave Himself for me." After some wonderful teaching Paul starts chapter 
five with a profound statement, "It is for freedom that Christ has set us 
free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened again by a 
yoke of slavery." Freedom in Christ allows us to have self-control.  
 

In the narrow context of chapter five Paul writes in verse 13 that one 
might be tempted to use his freedom in Christ to sin. This goes against 
Godôs command to love God and others. Verse 16 tells us that living by 
the Spirit will keep us from gratifying our sinful desires. Paul goes on to 
note in verse 17 that the Spirit is in conflict with those sinful desires. (This 
should bring to mind the spiritual warfare that I often mention in sermons.) 
  

What allows us to overcome these sinful desires that Paul details in v19-
21? It is the power and presence of the Holy Spirit. Later in 6:8, Paul en-
courages Christians to live to please the Spirit and thus enjoy the bless-
ings of eternal life even while on earth instead of the temporary 
óblessingsô of pleasing the sinful nature.  
 

Therefore, self-control is a life guided and empowered by the Holy Spirit. 
One shows he is a faithful follower of Jesus by being under control of the 
Spirit. May we live lives that show Christ to a watching world.
